If we create this for you, we'll ask
you to supply texts, photographs and other
content and will organise printing for you.

A funeral

This is a service where the coffin is present and
following the service it will be taken for either
burial or cremation.

Thanksgiving or Memorial

This is a celebration of life following (not
necessarily straight after) a burial or cremation.
Thanksgivings or memorials can happen any time
afterwards and are an opportunity to give thanks
for life.

Scattering of ashes

We have a beautiful Garden of Remembrance at
the Cathedral. If your loved one has been
cremated, we can hold a service for the burial of
their ashes.

An entry in the Cathedral's Book of
Remembrance by a professional calligrapher is
included in the fee for an interment.
